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WELCOME The rite of Confirmation that will be performed in today’s 
service is not commanded in Scripture but has served as a worthwhile 
practice in the Church for centuries.

This means that they 
are now welcome to receive the Lord's Supper at our altar.  Their 
profession of faith shows that they are now able to "examine themselves" 
in preparation for receiving the Sacrament.   
 
This year’s confirmands will share with you a profession of their faith 
through a brief examination in the six chief parts of Luther's Small 
Catechism.  This is not a test to determine their eligibility, but rather, a 
chance for them to share their faith with you.  We hope that this will be a 
reminder to you of your own Confirmation Day.

QUARTERLY The following matters were discussed or adopted:  Christian 
Kazemba was welcomed as a voting member.  A new A/C unit was installed 
at the teacherage at a lower-than-expected cost.  The boiler in the church 
was replaced at a price of $8,200.  The plan is to redo the sidewalks in front 
of the church.
