Gospel Lesson Mark 6:45-56 Immediately He made His disciples get into
the boat and go before Him to the other side, to Bethsaida, while He sent
the multitude away. And when He had sent them away, He departed to the
mountain to pray. Now when evening came, the boat was in the middle of
the sea; and He was alone on the land. Then He saw them straining at
rowing, for the wind was against them. Now about the fourth watch of the
night He came to them, walking on the sea, and would have passed them
by. And when they saw Him walking on the sea, they supposed it was a
ghost, and cried out; for they all saw Him and were troubled. But
immediately He talked with them and said to them, “Be of good cheer! It is

Sermon Ephesians 4:17-24 [EHV] So | tell you this and testify to it in the
Lord: Do not walk any longer as the Gentiles walk, in their futile way of
thinking.

A bid to replace the kitchen floor
in the church came in at $18,000; a second bid came in at $13,000. The
steps on the north side of the school will be replaced. The Treasurer re-
ported that receipts for the CLC General Fund were short ($3,000) of the
projected amount. The Cemetery Board will be scheduling a tombstone
leveling project in September. The budget was passed as presented. The
CDS students will present a Reformation Service on November 3, with a
potluck meal to follow. The Elders were empowered to call a Mission Fes-
tival speaker. The School Board was empowered to call Sunday School
Teachers. Next Quarterly meeting: October 20. A call meeting on July 28
was approved.
