Besides this, during all his days he eats in dark-
ness, with great frustration, sickness, and anger.

So then, here is what | have seen to be good: It is beautiful to eat, to drink,
and to look for good in all a person’s hard work which he has done under
the sun, during the few days of his life that God has given him, for that is
his reward. Likewise, for everyone to whom God has given wealth and rich-
es, if God has also given him ability to eat from it, to enjoy his reward, and
to rejoice in the results of his hard work—this is a gift of God, for the man
seldom reflects on the days of his life, since God keeps him busy with the
joy in his heart.

Gospel Lesson Mark 10:23-31 Then Jesus looked around and said to His
disciples, “How hard it is for those who have riches to enter the kingdom of
God!” And the disciples were astonished at His words. But Jesus answered
again and said to them, “Children, how hard it is for those who trust in
riches to enter the kingdom of God!
