5 For God knows that when you eat of it your 

eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good 

and evil." 6 So when the woman saw that the tree was good 

for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the 

tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit 

and ate, and she also gave some to her husband who was 

with her, and he ate. 7 Then the eyes of both were opened, 

and they knew that they were naked. And they sewed fig 

leaves together and made themselves loincloths. 8 And they 

heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in 

the cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves 

from the presence of the LORD God among the trees of the 

garden. 9 But the LORD God called to the man and said to 

him, "Where are you?" 10 And he said, "I heard the sound of 

you in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked, 

and I hid myself." 11 He said, "Who told you that you were na-

ked? Have you eaten of the tree of which I commanded you 

not to eat?" 12 The man said, "The woman whom you gave to 

be with me, she gave me fruit of the tree, and I ate." 13 Then 

the LORD God said to the woman, "What is this that you have 

done?" The woman said, "The serpent deceived me, and I 

ate." 14 The LORD God said to the serpent, "Because you have 

done this, cursed are you above all livestock and above all 

beasts of the field; on your belly you shall go, and dust you 

shall eat all the days of your life. 15 I will put enmity between 

you and the woman, and between your offspring and her off-

spring; he shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise his heel." 
16 To the woman he said, "I will surely multiply your pain in 

childbearing; in pain you shall bring forth children. Your desire 

shall be contrary to your husband, but he shall rule over you." 
17 And to Adam he said, "Because you have listened to the 

voice of your wife and have eaten of the tree of which I com-

manded you, 'You shall not eat of it,' cursed is the ground be-

cause of you; in pain you shall eat of it all the days of your life; 
18 thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you; and you shall 

eat the plants of the field. 19 By the sweat of your face you 



shall eat bread, till you return to the ground, for out of it you 

were taken; for you are dust, and to dust you shall return." 20 

The man called his wife's name Eve, because she was the 

mother of all living. 21 And the LORD God made for Adam and 

for his wife garments of skins and clothed them.  

Since then we have a great 

high priest who has passed 

through the heavens, Jesus, 

the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession. 15 For we do 

not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our 

weaknesses, but one who in every respect has been tempted 

as we are, yet without sin. 16 Let us then with confidence draw 

near to the throne of grace, that we may receive mercy and 

find grace to help in time of need.

Mon    John   8:23-28   The Jewish leaders do not understand 

who Jesus is because they do not believe that He was sent by 

the heavenly Father.  Jesus is looking ahead to His mission of 

being lifted up on the cross. 

Tues    Hebrews   12:1-3   Encouraged by all the believers of 

old, let us look to the goal and endure all things, looking to 

Jesus.  He endured the cross for us, looking to the joy in ac-

complishing our salvation.    

Wed    Exodus   1:8-22    A new king imagined danger in God’s 

blessings upon Israel, and took human measures against the 

perceived threat.  God works in hearts to protect His own, and 

will continue to deliver.    

Thurs    Psalm   50:4-10    The Lord testifies against the sin of His 

people.  It is not their bulls and goats that He wants, but their 

hearts.
