"Beware of false prophets, 

who come to you in sheep's 

clothing but inwardly are 

ravenous wolves. 16 You will recognize them by their fruits. Are 

grapes gathered from thornbushes, or figs from thistles? 17 So, 

every healthy tree bears good fruit, but the diseased tree 

bears bad fruit. 18 A healthy tree cannot bear bad fruit, nor 

can a diseased tree bear good fruit. 19 Every tree that does 

not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire. 20 Thus 

you will recognize them by their fruits. 21 "Not everyone who 

says to me, 'Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but 

the one who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. 22 

On that day many will say to me, 'Lord, Lord, did we not

Mon    Matthew   6:19-21   The earthly honor and treasures that 

people set their hearts on are temporary and soon fade 

away.  The treasures in heaven, which are ours through Christ, 

are unfading and worth our hearts. 

Tues    Matthew   6:22-23   Just as the eye affects even where 

we put our feet, so if our heart treasures the wrong things, it 

will affect not only our destination, but also our walk through 

life. 

Wed    Acts   6:1-7   When a difficulty arises in the young 

Jerusalem church, the apostles choose the path of love, and 

the congregation chooses deacons full of the Spirit to 

distribute food to all the widows. 

Thurs    1 Samuel   10:17-27    Samuel calls the people together, 

but it is the Lord who chooses the one to rule over His people 

as king.  When humble Saul is brought forward, most rejoice, 

although some still oppose him.
