Confession of Sins  
 

P “This is the message which we have heard from Jesus and 
declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no darkness at all.” 

C “If we say that we have fellowship with God, and walk in 
darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth.” 

P “But if we walk in the light as God is in the light, we have 
fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ 
God’s Son cleanses us from all sin.” 

C “If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the 
truth is not in us.” 

P “If we confess our sins, God is faithful and just to forgive us our 
sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” 1 John 1:5-9 

C O LORD God, we rejoice that You have called us out of 
darkness and into Your marvelous light. Yet, we must confess 
that we are constantly confronted with temptation and often 
find ourselves lost in the darkness of sin. With our thoughts, 
words, and actions we have violated Your commandments 
and dishonored Your name. We confess these sins to You, O 
LORD, and grieve over them. We pray that You would forgive 
us and cleanse us, even as You have promised. We plead for 
Your mercy and trust in Your promises.

P “And you were dead in the trespasses and sins in which you 
once walked, following the course of this world, following the 
prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in 
the sons of disobedience--among whom we all once lived in 
the passions of our flesh, carrying out the desires of the body 
and the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, like the 
rest of mankind.” Ephesians 2:1-3 

P So who am I,  
C  That I should live and He should die,  

My God, my God,  
Why have You not forsaken me?  

Oh taste and see—the Lord is free. 

P “The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion 
of the blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the 
communion of the body of Christ? For we, though many, are 
one bread and one body; for we all partake of that one 
bread.” 1 Corinthians 10:16-17

C  Oh, yes! By Word and promise clear.  

In mouth and soul, He makes us whole— 
Christ, truly present in this meal. 

Oh, taste and see—the Lord is real. 

P “But God, being rich in mercy, because of the great love with 
which he loved us, even when we were dead in our 
trespasses, made us alive together with Christ-- by grace you 
have been saved-- and raised us up with him and seated us 
with him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, so that in the 
coming ages he might show the immeasurable riches of his 
grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus.” Ephesians 2:4-7

T The Order of Holy Communion T 

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, the same night in which He was 
betrayed, took bread. And when He had given thanks, He 
broke it and gave it to His disciples saying, “Take, eat. This is 
My body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of 
Me.”  Matthew 26:26; 1 Corinthians 11:23-24 

P What is this bread? 
C Christ’s body risen from the dead: 

 This bread we break, This life we take, 
 Was crushed to pay for our release.  

Oh, taste and see—the Lord is peace. 

P In the same way He took the cup, after supper, gave thanks, 
and gave it to them saying, “Drink of it, all of you. This cup is 
the new covenant in My blood, which is shed for you for the 
forgiveness of sins. Do this, whenever you drink it, in 
remembrance of me.”  Matthew 26:27-28; 1 Corinthians 11:25 

P What is this wine? 
C The blood of Jesus shed for mine;  

The cup of grace brings His embrace 
Of life and love, and so, I sing: 

Oh taste and see—the Lord is King.

Confession of Faith     Smalcald Articles: Article 1 
C The first and chief article is this, that Jesus Christ, our God and 

Lord, died for our sins and was raised again for our 
justification. And He alone is the Lamb of God, who takes 
away the sins of the world and God has laid upon Him the 
iniquities of us all. Likewise: All have sinned and are justified 
without merit freely, and without their own works or merits by 
His grace, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, in His 
blood.  

Since it is necessary to believe this, and it cannot be otherwise 
acquired or apprehended by any work, law, or merit, it is 
clear and certain that this faith alone justifies us. For we 
conclude that a man is justified by faith, without the deeds of 
the law, that God might be just, and the Justifier of him who 
believes in Christ.  

Of this article nothing can be yielded or surrendered nor can 
anything be granted or permitted contrary to the same, even 
though heaven and earth, and whatever will not abide, 
should sink to ruin. For there is none other name under heaven 
given among men whereby we must be saved. And with His 
stripes we are healed. Amen.
