Others credit Beelzebul, or demand more
signs. Jesus answers His detractors, and warns of the danger of
worse things than one demon.

Tues Ephesians 5:1-9 God made us His children so that like
dear children we might imitate Him, not walking in the immoral-
ity, impurity, and greed of this world. May we ever walk as chil-
dren of light (v8).

Wed 2Samuel 22:1-7 David praises the Lord, his rock and
refuge in the face of all his enemies. In great distress (v5-6) he
called fo the Lord, who heard and answered his cry for help.

Thurs Psalm 86:1-10 The servant of the Lord calls to his good
and forgiving God, confident that there is no one like the frue
God, who is great and does marvelous deeds.

Fi Psalm 86:11-17 The Lord’s servant seeks the Lord’s truth
in order to walk in it, even when ruthless men seek his life. The
Lord’s help and comfort remain with him, for the Lord remains a
gracious God.

Sat  Psalm 43 Oppressed by his enemy, the psalmist looks
to God to show him the way to His dwelling. Surely His light and
truth will guide to His holy mountain, to joy and gladness, to
God'’s salvation!

He gave us the well and drank from it himself, as did his sons
and his livestock." 13 Jesus said to her, "Everyone who drinks of
this water will be thirsty again, 4 but whoever drinks of the wa-
ter that I will give him will never be thirsty again. The water that
| will give him will become in him a spring of water welling up
to eternal life." 1> The woman said to him, "Sir, give me this wa-
ter, so that | will not be thirsty or have to come here to draw
water." ¢ Jesus said to her, "Go, call your husband, and come

is not your husband. What you have said is true." 1? The woman
said to him, "Sir, | perceive that you are a prophet. 2 Our fa-
thers worshiped on this mountain, but you say that in Jerusa-
lem is the place where people ought to worship." 2! Jesus said
to her, "Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither
on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father.
22 You worship what you do not know; we worship what we
know, for salvation is from the Jews. 2 But the hour is coming,
and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Fa-
ther in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to
worship him. 24 God is spirit, and those who worship him must
worship in spirit and truth." 2> The woman said to him, "I know
that Messiah is coming (he who is called Christ). When he
comes, he will tell us all things." 26 Jesus said to her, "I who
speak to you am he."
