The Triumphal Entry Harmony of Matt. 21, Mk. 11, Lk. 19, Jn. 12

Six days before the Passover, Jesus arrived at Bethany, where
Lazarus lived, whom Jesus had raised from the dead.
Meanwhile a large crowd of Jews found out that Jesus was
there and came, not only because of Him but also to see
Lazarus, whom He had raised from the dead. So the chief
priests made plans to kill Lazarus as well, for on account of him
many of the Jews were going over to Jesus and putting their
faith in Him.

The next day as He approached Jerusalem and came to
Bethphage and Bethany at the Mount of Olives, Jesus sent
two of His disciples, saying to them, “Go to the village ahead
of you, and just as you enter it, you will find a donkey tied
there, with her colt which no one has ever ridden. Untie them
and bring them to Me. If anyone says anything to you, tell him
that the Lord needs them, and he will send them right away.”

The disciples went and did as Jesus had instructed them. They
went and found a colt outside in the street, tied at a doorway,
just as He had told them. As they were untying the colt, its
owners standing there asked, “What are you doing, untying
that colt?” They answered as Jesus had told them to, “The
Lord needs it.” And the people let them go. They brought the
donkey and the colf to Jesus and threw their cloaks on the
colt and put Jesus on it. As He went along, people spread
their cloaks on the road, while others spread branches they
had cut in the fields.

When He came near the place where the road goes down
the Mount of Olives, the great crowd that had come for the
Feast heard that Jesus was on His way to Jerusalem. They took
palm branches and went out to meet Him, shouting,
