Mon Luke 15:1-10 Those who consider themselves above
“sinners” complain that Jesus is spending too much time with
such people. With two pictures, Jesus points to the joy in
heaven over what He is doing.

Tues 1Peter 5:6-11 Whileitis the Devil's goal fo devour (v8),
it is God'’s to lift up (vé), restore, establish, strengthen, support
(v10). So much better to be with Him, even in times of anxiety
(v6) and suffering (v10)!

Wed Micah 7:18-20 In a glorious hymn of praise, the
prophet praises the God who forgives sinners, shows mercy,
and overcomes our guilty deeds. What an invitation this is to
come to Him in repentant frust!
